The use of the MATERIAL also for use within photomontages with removal or addition of pictorial components or for alienated images of the original photographs/films by BAYER is also permitted.

Privacy Statement

Bayer AG (hereinafter “us”, “our” and “we”), in its capacity as data controller, wishes to provide you with information on the processing of your personal data.

1) What data are processed for which purpose?
We will process the following personal data for the following purposes:

· Contact information (e.g. name, address) in order to conclude and carry out the above Model Release Agreement with you;
· Images, video and audio material of you (“Material”), as part of the fulfillment of the above Model Release Agreement and as described in more detail therein.
2) Transfer of personal data
a. Commissioned processing

Transfers to such third countries will only take place if in compliance with applicable data protection law.
3) Legal basis for processing your personal data
The legal basis for processing your personal data is the necessity for the performance of the contract (the above Model Release Agreement) with you, Art. 6(1)(b) General Data Protection Regulation.

4) Retention period for personal data
We only retain your personal data for as long as is necessary for the performance of the contract with you and to be able to make use of the perpetual right you granted us to use the Material as described in the Model Release Agreement.

5) Information regarding your rights

With regard to your personal data, you have the following rights in accordance with applicable data protection laws: the right to request information about your personal data, access to and rectification or erasure of your personal data; the right to request restriction of processing concerning your personal data or object to processing based on Art. 6(1)(f) General Data Protection Regulation (legitimate interest) on grounds relating to your particular situation. You also have the right to data portability as well as the right to lodge a complaint with the data protection supervisory authority. Where our legal basis for processing your personal data is your consent, you may revoke your consent at any time without affecting the lawfulness of processing before the withdrawal.
